Positive Intervention 

Acknowledgement and praise are used when students are displaying good citizenship. Students will receive tickets and/or 5 Star Points for appropriate attitude and behavior for school.  The classroom tickets are used for drawings and to purchase items (pencils, erasers, pieces of candy, chips, etc.) in the class store.  The classroom store is open every 7 to 9 weeks.
